We are writing to inform you of the arrangements for the Year 11 Exam Preparation Evening, 
which will take place in the Lancaster Building on Thursday 23rd April from 4.30pm to 7.30pm. 
 
Unless you have been invited to attend a meeting with the Year team between 4.30pm - 5pm, 
the evening will begin at 5pm with a presentation from the Leadership Team, where you will be 
provided with guidance on how best to support your child through their GCSEs. This will 
include revision strategies, useful resources, and information on any materials they may 
require. This will be followed by presentations from key curriculum areas, where you will 
receive subject-specific guidance. 
 
Year 11 teachers have identified students whose parents they would particularly like to meet 
following the presentations. Priority has been given to students who are currently working 
below their target grade and would benefit from a clear action plan to support rapid progress in 
the final weeks before the examination period. Information regarding which subject areas wish 
to meet with you will be shared in the coming days. 
 
Please note that meetings will operate on a first-come, first-served basis. While all parents are 
welcome to speak with their child’s teachers, priority will be given to those who have been 
specifically invited. 
 
This is an important opportunity for parents and teachers to work together to provide targeted 
support and help students achieve their full potential. 
 
Please be aware that we are unable to provide on-site parking for this event. However, if you 
hold a valid disabled parking permit, you are welcome to use the staff car park.
