Visit to Kew Gardens – Year 7 
 
I am writing to inform you about a school visit to Kew Garden on Monday, 27th April 2026 and 
Thursday, 30th April 2026. You will be notified closer to the time on which date your child will 
attend the trip. The aim of this visit will provide students with an enriching; real-world 
experience directly linked to their Geography unit on Rainforest Ecosystems. Kew offers a 
unique opportunity for students to engage with living examples of tropical rainforest 
environments in a way that goes beyond the classroom.
